They Fly, Too — Bats in Trouble

Bats in theeastern part of the U.S. have decli
dramatically due to White-nose Syndrome (WNS).
According to leading scientists, this is the most
“precipitous decline of North American wildlife in
recorded history.” This fungal disease of hibemmati
bats appears to be moving westward, though it has
not yet been found in Wisconsin. WNS may
eventually cause extinction of some bat speciasgalo
with continued decline in populations. The economic
impact would likely be huge, since bats prey on
forest, agricultural, and garden pests as well as
mosquitoes.

Wisconsin DNR has started a summer bat monitoring
program to establish baseline data on bats, datermi
the impact of WNS on affected bat populations, and
better understand the symptoms and possible
transmission in summer populations. Wisconsin DNR
is working in cooperation with other agencies and
